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The central section of Guangling San is called Zheng Shen. That means something like the "Correct Sounds"，or the "Well-Ordered Sounds", but you might also call it the main division. The parts before it concern Nie Zheng's earlier life; the parts after it seem to be somewhat jumbled commentary. Zheng Sheng itself, though, pretty much lays out the story of Nie Zheng, to the extent that perhaps this section could be called Nie Zheng Sounds. It has 18 titled sections, that's sections 10 to 27 of the entire 45-section melody. Here I will play the last 11 sections of Zheng Sheng, in other words sections 17 to 27. They begin with a section called "Accepting Fate" but with the subtitle "Move a lamp then sit". It has been suggested that this means that before Nie Zheng actually goes out to avenge his father by killing Jia Lei he stops and thinks about how he got to where he is and why he is going ahead. Sections 18 to 27 should then be pretty much chronological except that for some unexplained reason the titles of sections 25 to 27 seem out of sequence: from the story it is clear that they should precede sub-sections 22-24. This strange ordering is also true of the other two versions of Guangling San. Even more puzzling is the fact that, just as no one seems to question the flatted thirds in the opening sections, no one seems to want to question why these three titles seem to have been misplaced. So, being somewhat contrary, currently I am experimenting with putting these three titles into what seems to me their proper order – whileby not changing the music sequence. Perhaps you can give me some feedback on whether you think this works musically.
