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Although I have made several recordings of this melody, each played with somewhat different note
values, this transcription should work for all of them. This is because the rhythms indicated in such
transcriptions are intellectualizations based on an interpretation of the original musical and rhythmic
structure. When learning one should follow this transcription closely, but once learned the melody
should be freely interpreted and thus can vary quite a bit without losing the overall thythmic feeling.
